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In April of 1970...Community Emergency

Assistance Program (CEAP) was founded

by Brooklyn Center resident Madeline

Roche, in response to a growing need for

human services in the area.  She and other

individuals in the community joined with

local churches to give assistance to those

in need.

In 1971...CEAP served an average of

2,100 meals with donated food, gave out

clothing for 125 people, provided 10 days

of babysitting, 14 hours of skilled labor,

8 hours of light housekeeping, 200 miles

of transportation, and answered 150 tele-

phone calls.

In 1973...Meals at Your Door began

deliverning hot meals to 15 homebound

senior citizens

In 1980...The Senior Chore Program for

senior citizens and adults with disabilities

began.

In 1985...The Family Loan Program (now

called the Ways to Work Loan Program,)

began.  Through this program, families

can borrow money at no interest to pur-

chase a used vehicle or make car repairs.

In 1987...CEAP expanded its service area

to include all of Anoka County and opened

an office in Coon Rapids.  In 1991 that

office moved to its current location in

Blaine at the Anoka County Human Ser-

vices Building.

In 2004... CEAP extended the Ways to

Work Loan Program and financial assis-

tance into Mounds View & New Brighton.

Transportation Program
CEAP’s Anoka County Transportation
Program offers no-interest loans for
car repair or maintenance or to pur-
chase a pre-owned vehicle.  To
qualify, prospective borrowers must
be MFIP/DWP enrolled parents, who
have physical custody of at least one
child age 17 or younger, among other
requirements.

Ways to Work Loan
Program

The Ways to Work Loan Program (for-
merly called Family Loan Program)
began in 1985 through a grant from
the McKnight Foundation to fund
small, no-interest loans to families in
need.  Parents with dependent chil-
dren may apply for a loan to make
major car repairs or purchase a pre-

owned vehicle.

Ways To Work
27 families received vehicle financing, for a total
of $70,064 in approved car loans and leases.

Through a vital partnership with TopLine Fed-
eral Credit Union, CEAP offered these families
the benefit of credit education seminars pre-
sented by TopLine staff.

For many families, the duel benefit of reliable
transportation and enhanced credit knowledge
improved quality of life.

As stated by one participant, “Programs like
this enable you to be responsible, to be part of
society.”

Caring Tree Back-to-School Program
For the twelfth year in a row, CEAP and the Caring Tree
Foundation, a program of the Minnesota Shopping Center
Association, along with Northtown Mall and Brookdale Cen-
ter, helped area children receive school supplies for the new
school year.

Shoppers at either mall could adopt a child from the Caring
Tree by purchasing and filling a backpack for that child.  Chil-
dren who were not adopted by a shopper were provided
school supplies that CEAP either assembled from miscella-
neous donations or purchased with cash donations.

Holiday Programs
The Holiday Program run by the Brooklyn Park office, was
very successful.  This program serves families who live in
Brooklyn Center, Brooklyn Park and East Champlin, with chil-
dren who are eighteen and under.  Families who partici-
pated in the program received a food basket that included
traditional holiday food, fresh fruit and fresh meat.  Parents
chose two gifts and a stocking stuffer for each child, as well
as outerwear, blankets, books, & more.  The value of the
Brooklyn Park Holiday Program is $210,000 with 300 volun-
teers required to help the day of the distribution alone.

Through a partnership with Medtronic, area churches and
civic groups, CEAP’s Anoka office served families with food
baskets and gifts.  Employees of Medtronic sponsor a
Chirstmas Dinner Anonymous (CDA) Program.  The CDA Pro-
gram receives names of area families that need extra help
during the holidays.  Employees raise funds, assemble holi-
day food baskets and deliver them to the families.

Chore Programs
(formerly known as the Handyworks Program)

This program has been divided into two distinct
programs: The CEAP Chores Program uses
independent contractors, and our Senior Chores
Program uses volunteers.  Both programs serve
senior citizens over the age of 60, and adults with
disabilities.  The programs are designed to help
with housekeeping, yard care, snow removal and
minor home maintenance.

Meals on Wheels Program
CEAP’s Meals on Wheels program provides home-
delivered, hot nutritious lunches to senior citizens and
adults with disabilities.  For some clients, it provides
the independence of being able to stay in their own
homes.  For others it is a temporary solution to a set-
back, such as recovering from surgery.

Outstanding Volunteer Groups:

Money Gram supplied over 100 people to help with the Spring Clean-up program.

St. Cloud Diocese Youth group: A call to Service 2005 helped four days in June and
painted one house and the trim on another.

Catholic Heart Workcamp was responsible for cleaning windows, painting trim and land-
scaping for three clients in four days time.

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ceap does more...
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Children’s Birthday Bags...
Birthday bags are given to 350 to 500 elementary age
children of clients each year (at parents request).  Ev-
ery bag contains cake & frosting mix, and various party
favors and a gift or book.  They are donated by indi-
viduals, schools, businesses, & church groups.

Layettes
Each client in need with a newborn receives a layette
bundle containing new baby clothing and various baby
items valued about $40.  Different civic organizations,
business and church groups have “baby showers” and
the items are donated to CEAP.

Children’s Literacy Project...
Besides distributing free books to children at CEAP, the collaboration
of several nonprofits (NWHHSC, CEAP and Hope for the City) made
possible the formation of First Book - Greater Minneapolis/St. Paul,
chaired by LeAnn Santana, CEAP’s Contract/Grants Manager.  The joint
efforts of the local First Book Chapter made the National Book Bank
Distribution possible to the State of Minnesota, in addition to grants of
books and/or funds to purchase books to local literacy programs and
projects throughout the seven county metro area.  In less than a year,
more than 140,000 books valued at $700,000 have been distributed
to children of low income households throughout the state.

Getting at the Roots of Hunger...
In the spring, free vegetable seed was given directly to
families in need, and also to anyone who would plant
and share with people in need.  More than 90 nonprofit
organizations distributed seed in this seven county metro
anti-hunger project.  The goals of this project are to pro-
duce more than 1.2 million pounds of food at a cost of
less than two cents per pound.  This project is a collabo-
rative effort between CEAP, NWHHSC and Hope for the
City with funding provided by the Toro Giving Program.
